Along with three south In-
dian airports of Cochin, Tri-
vandrum and Vijayawada,
the Tirupati international
airport went solar on Thurs-
day with the Airports Auth-
ority of India (AAI) inaugu-
rating a 1 Mwp solar plant at
the Renigunta airport. Solar
power now meets over 75%
of the airport’s daytime
electricity demand.

AAI Regional Executive
Director S. Sreekumar
turned on the plant and reit-
erated the AAT’s aim to en-
sure complete operation of
all airports across South In-
dia on solar power within
three years. The ground-
mounted solar plant has
been installed across four
acres of land, parallel to the

runway and its isolation bay.
As Tirupati enjoys bright,
sunny weather most of the
year, the usability increases
at daytime when the plant
can meet over 75% of re-
quired electricity. At night,
this airport is currently non-
operational. “Switching to
solar power is a great expe-
rience,” said Airport Direc-
tor S. Suresh.
